Childcare 
Assistance

You can help the Des Moines Area Religious Council continue to fulfill its mission of serving people in need. 

	 Childcare Assistance is one of DMARC’s 
lesser-known programs.  Its purpose is to 
provide safe, licensed childcare to families 
whose income is too high to qualify for federally 
subsidized daycare, yet insufficient to pay the 
full cost of quality, licensed daycare.  DMARC 
currently contracts with Polk County to provide 
subsidies that fill that gap.
•	In 2007, Polk County provided assistance 
	 to 22 children from 21 families.
•	Of the 22 children served, 5 remained on 
	 Childcare Assistance for the entire year.
•	Children in the program are placed in 15 
	 licensed local daycare centers.
•	Families come from Des Moines, West 
	 Des Moines, Urbandale and Windsor Heights, 	
	 and most are single-parent families.
•	Clients utilize Childcare Assistance subsidies 
	 for an average of 7.7 months.
•	Subsidies are distributed according to a 
	 sliding income scale.
	 DMARC is currently supporting a single 
mother with two young children and no child 
support.  She is not eligible for assistance from 
Iowa’s Department of Human Services.  The

mother works full time for Principal and 
grosses $2,000 per month.  However, with 
rising living expenses, she cannot afford the 
nearly $600 per month needed for before- 
and after-school daycare for both children.  
We are subsidizing one of the children and 
the mother pays all of the expenses for the 
other.  DMARC’s subsidy allows her to keep 
her job and benefits.
	 There are many other such cases where 
DMARC’s Childcare Assistance program 
offers much-needed support.  Polk County 
staff indicates that there are more than 150 
additional families that could benefit from 
Childcare Assistance if additional funding 
was available.  DMARC is committed to seek 
funding from other sources including local 
businesses and foundations whose core mission 
is childhood education and development.  
We also rely on our member congregations 
and individual donors to support Childcare 
Assistance.  To those who consistently do so, 
we thank you.  We ask that other congregations 
also consider contributing to this effort.  Our 
children need help!

	 Building various objects with food cans is also a fun 
way to develop interest in food donations.  Recently, 
West Des Moines Christian Church held a food drive that 
revolved around games, building a miniature golf course 
made from canned food.
	 On a larger scale, in 2008 the Polk City United 
Methodist Church congregation challenged itself to collect 
a total of 29,000 items of food within a specific period of 
time with the goal of displaying all the collected food in 
the Church sanctuary.  A successful food drive such as 
this filled a semi-trailer with food.  
	 This year, Polk City UMC has issued a different type 
of competition.  They have challenged other greater 

Des Moines churches to raise at least 1,000 items of food 
and, once combined with donations from other churches, 
hope that another 29,000 items of food will have been 
donated.  To add some fun to this event, a free concert 
will be held at Capitol Square in downtown Des Moines 
where all the collected food will be assembled and then 
loaded into a semi-trailer.
	 Ultimately, the success of a food drive is only limited 
by imagination.
